ADVOCACY REPORT August D. Krieser
August Report 2009

On May 13*, Congressman Duncan Hunter (R-CA) introduced
the ADA Notification Act of 2009 (H.R.2397). As per previous
legislative efforts, this bill would amend Title Il of the ADA to
prohibit a court from accepting an ADA case if the plaintiff has
not provided the defendant with ninety days notice and the
chance to correct the violation in a voluntary manner. The notice
must be delivered by registered mail and notify the defendant
that the plaintiff may not file another complaint for ninety days. A
notable distinction in this bill is that a judge may extend the pe-
riod for another thirty days upon the request of the defendant.
H.R. 2397 was referred to the House Committee on the Judici-
ary. At this time, there are no hearings or markups scheduled
and no companion bill has been introduced in the Senate.

In late March, Senator Jeff Bingaman and Congressman Gene
Green introduced S.700 and H.R. 1708 in their respective sides
of Congress...

ity Waiting Period Act of 2
the two year waiting period in order to receive Medicare cover-
age under Social Security Disability Insurance (SSDI). The phase
out initially reduces the wait to eighteen months and then re-
duces it by two months every year over ten years. These bills
would also eliminate immediately the wait for individuals with life
threatening illnesses that obviously meet disability standards.

Medicare currently requires that persons with disabilities to first
receive SSDI for twenty-four months before gaining Medicare
eligibility. Persons with disabilities must get approval from the
Social Security Administration (SSA) for SSDI, and then wait five
months before receiving SSDI benefits. At that point, the individ-
ual must wait an additional twenty-four months before they are
able to receive Medicare coverage. Just under a million persons
with disabilities are caught without insurance during this waiting
period for Medicare. Because of this, many people in this situa-
tion stop medications, avoid medical treatment and endanger
their health during these twenty-for months. Statistics show that
approximately 4% of individuals in this predicament die during
their wait for Medicare coverage. The Senate legislation has been
referred to the Senate Committee on Finance and the House
companion bill has been referred to the House Subcommittee on
Railroads, Pipelines, and Hazardous Materials.

PVA Advocacy staff attended the annual conference of the Na-
tional Council on Independent Living (NCIL) and presented a
workshop on outreach to veterans. The conference took place in
Washington D.C. June 5%-8" and featured a variety of presenta-
tions on issues of importance to the independent living (IL) com-
munity, caucus meetings for subgroups of IL advocates and the
annual march to Capitol Hill, where a great number of NCIL

committee on Health conducted a hearing and markup of pend-
ing healthcare legislation. The hearing began with the markup of
H.R.1211 (Women Veterans Health Care Improvement Act).
This bill will improve and expand healthcare services available to
female veterans through the Department of Veterans Affairs.
This bill will be especially helpful for the women who served in
Operation Iragi Freedom and Operation Enduring Freedom. This
legislation is comprehensive in nature and requires studies as-
sessing VA healthcare services provided to women veterans. The
studies will have a significant role in identifying barriers faced by
women veterans in accessing the VA healthcare system and pre-
senting a comprehensive picture of female specific services and
programs available at each VA medical center. H.R. 1211 also key
components and expands healthcare services that are currently
available to women veterans. The full text of the bill may be
viewed on the Thomas legislative website on the Internet. At this
site, the bill will demonstrate the full intent of the legislation.
H.R. 121 | was passed by unanimous consent of the Subcommit-
tee on Health and is now go

OnJune3®, the House Committee

grams to assist homeless veterans gain employment and perma-
nent housing. Congressman Bob Filner (D-CA) indicated that the
VA reported over the past three years the estimated number of
homeless veterans decreased from 195,000 in 2005 to 131,000 in
2008. In addition, the number of homeless veterans has declined
by nearly half since 2002 when former President George W.
Bush revitalized the Interagency Council on Homelessness and
made the VA an integral part of the program to end chronic
homelessness in America. A major factor that enhanced home-
lessness for veterans is H.R.1 171 (Homeless Veteran Reintegra-
tion Program [HVRP] Reauthorization Act of 2009). This biparti-
san act passed the House on March 30* and is a successful pro-
gram that provides job training, counseling, and placement ser-
vices to assist homeless veterans succeed in the competitive
work force.
